Field Trips 
Whether itôs a full day 
trip to a science 
museum or a tour of the

Village , and other popular locations ðare 
big adventures. Weekly trips around town 

may include bowling, indoor ice skating, or 
a stop at the Washtenaw Dairy following 
a fun afternoon at a local park.

All of our teachers are certified in CPR  and 
First Aid . We require experience and 
training in early childhood education, as 
well as maturity and enthusiasm. Many of 
our staff are year -round Gretchenôs House 
employees who join SCamp every summer; 

some staff are college students who have 
previous camp experience and are studying  
education. Center Directors have many 
years of experience with children of all 
ages.  

Typical Schedule  

u Breakfast is served around 8:00.  
u Lunch (brought from home) is at 

noon.  
u Snacks are provided mid -

morning and mid -afternoon.  
u Field trips and more structured 

activities typically start around 
9:30 am.  

u Lunch and snacks may be 

served off - site, depending on 
the length of the trip.  

u Afternoon trips end in time to 

have children back at the center 
by 4:30 pm.  

Enrollment and Fees  
u Choose single days or full 

weeks ðwhatever fits your 
schedule best.  

u Tuition covers the full cost of the 

program ðno extra fees for field 
trips or other activities.  

u Register before 4/1/10 :    

$220/week or $50/day  
u After 4/1/10 : $245/week or 

$56/day
